TRIAL HOURS:  7:30 a.m. until one hour after the last scored course of the day.  

INSPECTION WILL PRECEDE ROLL CALL:  7:45 am until 8:45 am

TIME OF ROLL CALL:  8:45 a.m.  Hounds not present at roll call will be scratched.

RIBBONS (or rosettes): Awarded for all placements - 1st through NBQ, Best of Breed and Best in Field.

ELIGIBLE BREEDS AND REGISTRY:

Only purebred Afghan Hounds, Azawakh, Basenjis, Borzoi, Cirnechi dell’Etna, Greyhounds, Ibizan Hounds, Irish Wolfhounds, Italian Greyhounds, Pharaoh Hounds, Rhodesian Ridgebacks, Salukis, Scottish Deerhounds, Sloughi and Whippets may be entered in the regular stakes. Limited /Provisional breeds: Chart Polski, Galgo Espanol, Magyar Agar, Peruvian Inca Orchid, Portuguese Podengo, Silken Windhounds.   All entries in the regular stakes shall be individually registered with the AKC, the NGA, the FCI, an ASFA-recognized foreign or ASFA Board approved registry, or possess a critique registration number (CRN) from the Society for the Perpetuation of Desert Bred Salukis (SPDBS). Limited and/or Provisional stake entries shall be individually registered with the appropriate registry.  (Dogs with an Indefinite Listing Privilege (ILP) or Purebred Alternate Listing (PAL) from the American Kennel Club shall be considered registered with that body.)

STAKES OFFERED:

· Open Stake:  Any eligible Sighthound excluding ASFA Field of Champions of record.
· Field Champion Stake:  Any ASFA Field Champion.
· Veteran Stake:  Any eligible hound whose age is at least six years, except Irish Wolfhounds whose age shall be at least five years, and Rhodesian Ridgebacks and Whippets whose age shall be at least seven years.  Points and placements go toward V-FCH & V-LCM titles.  
· Limited Stake:  Any eligible hound of a Limited or Provisional stake breed that has met certification requirements.  Not eligible to compete in Best of Breed or Best in Field.
· Single Stake: Any eligible Sighthound including those disqualified to run in other stakes. Not eligible to compete in Best of Breed or Best in Field.
· Best in Field: Will be offered.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY:
· All entries must be one year or older on the day of the trial.

· Stakes will be split into flights by public random draw if the entry in any regular stake is 20 or more.
· Bitches in season, lame hounds, and hounds with breed disqualifications will be excused at inspection and roll call.

· Spayed, neutered, monorchid and cryptorchid hounds without breed disqualifications may be entered.

· Hounds with breed disqualifications are not eligible to enter except in the Single Stake.

· Hounds not present at time of roll call will be scratched.

· All hounds will run twice, in trios if possible or braces (except in the Single Stake), unless excused, dismissed or disqualified.

· Hound certification runs will be offered Saturday following the lure trial.
EQUIPMENT:
· Lure machine is battery-powered take-up reel [drag lure]. 
· Back-up equipment will be available.

· Lure will consist of three white plastic bags.

CERTIFICATION:  

· One hour after the last scored course of the day on Saturday, as time permits.  
· Certification runs will be limited to no more than 6 hounds.

· Pre-arrange certification runs with the Field Secretary.  Runs will be filled on a first come first served basis
· You must provide for your by-dog.  The by-dog must be a qualified courser.  If not the same breed, it must have a similar running style.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:

· Parking will be in the first 20 yards from the tree line to the right of the gate as you enter the grounds.  Please leave room for vehicles to pass between your parking spot and the trees.  
· A $5 penalty will be assessed for any loose hound on the trial site not competing in the course in progress
· NWRRC requests that everyone pick up after their dogs and leave no trash on the field at the end of the day.

· No alcoholic beverage will be permitted on the site.

· Persons exhibiting unsportsmanlike conduct detrimental to NWRRC, ASFA, or any other person may be asked, at the Field Committee’s discretion to leave the trial site.

· Persons exhibiting abuse or mistreatment of any hound on the grounds during trial hours may be asked, at the Field Committee's discretion, to leave the trial site.

· Any hound that displays any uncontrolled aggressive behavior toward any person or hounds on the trial grounds, except hounds competing in the course then in progress, may be excused from the field for the day, at the Field Committee's discretion.  

· Food and water will not be available for the handlers and/or hounds.

· All parking  will have afternoon shade.  

· Fast food restaurants are 15 minutes from the field in shopping areas at I-5 Exit 111.

Directions to Trillium Field at Fido’s Farm


From I-5 North Exit 101:  Turn right on Tumwater Blvd and follow AMTRAK signs; left on Henderson, right on Yelm Hwy SE.  Go 7.1 mi. on Yelm Hwy SE.  Turn right on Meridian Rd SE & follow directions to field.


From I-5 North and I-5 South Exit 111: Exit to SR 510.  Go 6.6 mi.  Turn right to Yelm Hwy SE. Go 3.2 mi.  Turn left on Meridian Rd SE & follow directions to field.


From I-5 South Exit 116: Turn left on Nisqually Rd. Go 5.6 miles. Turn left to SR 510. Go 3 mi.  Turn right to Yelm Hwy SE. Go 3.2 mi.  Turn left to Meridian Rd SE & follow directions to field
